ADVANTAGE MORE SPACE

● Regardless of which option is chosen, all students would be zoned for Hedrick Middle School and Lewisville High School.
● Our valued staff members would remain part of the LISD family.
● Construction would not begin before the completion of the 2017-18 school year, at the earliest.
