Late Work

An assignment is considered late if it's not turned in when asked for in class. You may turn the assignment in the
following day for a maximum grade of 70% or two days later for a maximum grade of 50%.

Absent Work

Test Remediation

If a student scores below a 70% on a test, he or she will have the opportunity to raise the grade to passing.
Students must either retake the test or participate in a specified remediation process. Students will have
approximately one week to improve this score. Timelines will be defined for students at the time they are
assigned.
