BRIARHILL CHEERLEADING  
PROGRAM POLICIES 

(Keep this page for your records) 
 

Academics 
●​ Per UIL rules, all cheerleaders must earn a minimum 70 average in ALL classes each 

nine weeks to remain eligible to participate in games.  Cheerleaders who become 
ineligible are still expected to attend practices, but they will not be allowed to attend or 
participate in games/appearances until eligibility is regained.  Eligibility can be regained 
by earning a minimum of 70 in ALL classes on the next three-week progress report or 
nine weeks report card. 

 
Conduct 

●​ Cheerleaders are expected to be school leaders at all times and to uphold the highest 
personal standards. 

●​ Cheerleaders must act in a respectable manner at all times, remembering that they 
represent BMS. 

●​ Cheerleaders must be familiar with all cheers, as well as game rules and be ready to lead 
cheers at appropriate times. 

●​ Cheerleaders will display teamwork and unity at all cheerleading events. 
●​ Cheerleaders must follow all athletic and cheerleading conduct rules. 
●​ Gossip or disrespect from cheerleaders will not be tolerated.  If a cheerleader or parent 

has a concern about anything or anyone on the team, it is the cheerleader’s or parent’s 
responsibility to communicate directly with the coach without involving any third-parties. 

 

Attendance 
●​ 100% attendance is expected at all games and events. However, if a cheerleader misses 

one of the scheduled games or events, due to outside cheer practice, a sickness, death, 
injury, etc., then advanced notice (at least 24 hours) must be given to the coach. Failure to 
do so could result in removal from a performance.  

 
Games and Practices 

●​ Uniform - Alterations must be approved by the coach. Please email pictures and requests. 
Uniforms can only be worn to games or to school on designated days.  They should never 
be worn in public or by anyone not on the team (on non event days). 

●​ Games - In the event that a cheerleader needs to sit out of a game for any reason, they are 
required to sit with their coach and their team.  They are not allowed to sit with their 
friends or parents.  If you are not cheering due to a doctor’s note, you MUST still attend 
the game in cheer attire. 

●​ Physicals - A physical and all health paperwork must be submitted (through Rank One) 
by July 22. Cheerleaders cannot perform until the forms are submitted.
